All Exhibits to be delivered 
upstairs to the Main Pavilion, ‘Gallery of Visual Arts’ on the Showgrounds on Friday June 6th 
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between 8.30 am and 5.30 pm or Saturday 7th June between 7.30 am to noon. Please 
contact the Chief Steward to make any other arrangements.
